HOW TO APPLY

CCLS is authorized under federal law to enroll non-immigrant students
with an F1 visa. You must apply for the student (F1)visa in your country
if you plan to register for the Intensive English Program.

The student visa application process is very easy:

e Fill out the Application Form & the Financial Support Certificate
e Make a copy of the personal information page of your passport
= Q\\w\\\ = e Show proof of financial support for your stay in the US
W ¢ Send all the documents to CCLS via email at info@cclscorp.com

=N ¢ Pay the application fees
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Send all the documents to info@cclscorp.com

CCLS will review the documents, issue the I-20 Form and mail it you.
After receiving the 1-20, you can schedule your visa interview at the American embassy or consulate
in your country.
